SHERMAN BLOCK SUPERVISORY LEADERSHIP 

INSTITUTE (SBSLI) APPLICATIONS FOR 2003

Beginning on February 3, 2003, the Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training (POST) will be accepting applications for the SBSLI.  Applications must be post-marked or received electronically no later than Wednesday, February 26, 2003 at 5:00 p.m.  Applications that do not meet these criteria will not be accepted.  A maximum of 6 applications per agency may be submitted.  A total of 500 qualified applications will be accepted.  If more than 500 applications are received, an alternate selection plan will be used to limit the applications to 500.  This will ensure an equitable statewide representation in all SBSLI classes.  Class assignments cannot be reserved.  Submission of an application does not guarantee placement in a scheduled class.

There are two acceptable methods for submitting applications:

1. Electronically - Agencies have the option to electronically submit SBSLI applications via the Internet using the POST Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) system.  Using this system, agencies may pre-check each potential applicant's eligibility for enrollment.  Then, if the applicant meets all eligibility requirements, the agency may submit applications through the EDI system during the enrollment period as stated above.  Interested agencies should request access as soon as possible to ensure their users can logon to the system in a timely manner.  Visit http://www.post.ca.gov/bulletin/edi.asp to obtain an access application.  The EDI will remain open during holidays; however, if the system malfunctions, please contact staff on the following day to correct the problem.

2. Mail - For agencies without Internet capability, an application form will be accepted via United States mail.  A copy of the Sherman Block Supervisory Leadership Institute Application, POST 2-122 (4/25/2000) is attached.  This form may be duplicated as needed.  Applications postmarked prior to Friday, January 31, 2003 will not be accepted.  SBSLI applications will not be accepted via facsimile.
Each applicant must meet the following criteria to be considered for SBSLI enrollment:

· Is currently serving as a full-time, first-level supervisory peace officer (generally the position of Sergeant); 

· Has completed two years of full-time experience supervising peace officer employees; 

· Has completed the POST Supervisory Course OR possesses a POST Supervisory Certificate; and 

· Agrees to remain employed in law enforcement for five years after SBSLI graduation.
