INITIAL STATEMENT OF REASONS 

Commission Regulations 1001, 1002 and 1007

Amendments to conform with Government Code changes


The Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training (POST) proposes to amend POST Regulations 1001, 1002(a)(6) and 1007(a)(6), to conform to the change in language in Government Code Section 1031(e). The amendments will reflect the changes made to the Government Code due to legislation. The Commission approved these proposed changes at its July 2004 Commission meeting, subject to results of the notice process required by the Administrative Procedures Act and subsequent approval by the Office of Administrative Law.

Justification for the proposed amendments to Regulations 1001, 1002 and 1007
In POST Regulations 1001(s), 1002(a)(6) and 1007(a)(b), the definition of acceptable high school education has been amended to reflect the wording in Government Code 1031(e). The new definition clarifies that accrediting associations recognized by the Secretary of the United States Department of Education will be utilized, not just accrediting institutions recognized by the state in which the school is located.

In POST Regulations 1002(a)(6) and 1007(a)(6), the second paragraph in each regulation has been deleted because the reference to a specific standard score conflicts with existing practice. Although most U.S. jurisdictions use the General Educational Development Testing Service’s recommended minimum passing score for each subtest and overall passing score, each state, province, or territory is allowed to set its own score. Therefore, the reference to a specific California passing score standard has been deleted.
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
