INITIAL STATEMENT OF REASONS 

Commission Regulations 1005, 1007 and 1008

Amend Training and Testing Specifications for Peace Officer Basic Courses

The Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training (POST) proposes to amend the document Training and Testing Specification for Peace Officer Basic Courses, incorporated by reference into Regulations 1005 and 1007. The amendments are proposed by POST staff, Subject Matter Experts (SMEs) and a Standing Alignment Committee (SAC) that are convened by the POST Basic Training Bureau. The SMEs are selected based on the learning domain to be changed and its subject matter. SMEs are most often individuals who instruct these subjects or individuals with special expertise in the subject area. The (SAC) Committee consists of Basic Academy Directors and coordinators that review the curriculum for relevancy and operational manageability. Once the SMEs and the SAC members have agreed to the amendments, POST BTB staff presents the proposal to the Consortium of Basic Academy Directors for their approval. The Consortium approved the proposed changes at its June 9, 2004 and December 8, 2004 meetings. The Commission approved the proposed changes at its January 20, 2005 Commission meeting, subject to the Notice of Proposed Regulatory Action process. The proposed amendments modify: 

· Learning Domain #5, Introduction to Criminal Law

· Learning Domain #19, Vehicle Operations

· Learning Domain #20, Use of Force

· Learning Domain #23, Crimes in Progress

· Learning Domain #27, Missing Persons

· Learning Domain #33, Arrest and Control/Baton

· Learning Domain #35, Firearms/Chemical Agents

Justification for the proposed amendments to Regulations 1005, 1007 and 1008:

The effective date of the proposed changes will be added to the incorporation by reference statements for historical accuracy. 

Justification for the proposed amendments to the Training and Testing Specifications for Peace Officer Basic Courses:

Note: The acronyms LD (Learning Domain), SAC (Standing Alignment Committee) and SMEs (Subject Matter Experts) are used in the following text for the sake of brevity.

Minimum Content and Hourly Requirements pages – Added proposed effective date in lower right hand corner of each page. Re-titled LD #33 to “Arrest Methods / Defensive Tactics” to appropriately reflect, and for consistency with, what is taught in LD #33.
