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In January 1986, Penal Code Section 13519 was amended to require the Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training (POST) to develop a course of instruction on domestic violence and guidelines for law enforcement response to domestic violence. The Guidelines for Law Enforcement Response to Domestic Violence were distributed in 1988 and updated in 1998.  

These guidelines have been updated for 2004 and may be accessed from the POST website at

Penal Code Section 13519(g) requires update training on response to domestic violence every two years for all in-service patrol officers below the rank of supervisor who are assigned to patrol duties and who would normally respond to domestic violence calls of incidents of domestic violence. Additionally, POST Regulation 1081(a)(25) specifies that this training should include recent domestic violence-related law changes and a review of recent changes to the POST Guidelines for Law Enforcement Response to Domestic Violence.
