Subject: Notice of Suspension of a Portion of Regulation 1054 

The Commission approved changes to POST Regulation 1054 Requirements for Course 
Budgets at the October 2010 meeting as described and published in Bulletin 2011-02 on 
January 3, 2011 with an effective date of July 1, 2011. POST was advised of concerns by 
some agencies regarding the provision that prohibits agencies from charges being claimed 
for instructors that teach while on duty for that agency. 

The Commission approved suspension of that provision effective July 1, 2011 until POST 
staff further reviews this matter and prepares a report for the Commission to consider at 
the October 20, 2011 meeting. The other provisions in Regulation 1054 are effective     
July 1, 2011.
